She may not have got the job on the US X-Factor but Cheryl Cole has at least one reason to 
cheer this week – she’s been voted as the nation’s tooth idol, beating Nigella Lawson and Kate 
Middleton for the crown, according to a survey of more than 2,000 people by Oasis Dental Care.
